I am pleased to share the ministry progress of the Chinese Bible School for the month of 
February. This month we completed the recording and post-production editing of all 
nineteen lessons of Second Corinthians. The entire course has now been uploaded to the 
Chinese Bible School website.

Our next course in preparation is the Book of James. Often referred to as “the Proverbs of 
the New Testament,” this epistle is both practical and deeply challenging. I pray that God 
will grant me wisdom and insight as I prepare these lessons, so that those who study them 
may grow toward greater spiritual maturity in faith. 

At the same time, I am preparing for an upcoming ministry trip to Asia. The itinerary is 
now largely finalized. We plan to depart on May 20 and return to the United States on June 
15. In Taiwan, I will visit congregations in Taipei and Hualien to preach and teach Bible 
classes, and I will also share two Bible lessons in Taiwanese at a nursing home in Hualien. 
In Malaysia, I will conduct a three-day bilingual (Chinese-English) gospel meeting at the 
Skudai congregation, presenting four lessons. I will also preach and lead a Bible class at 
the Johor Bahru congregation. In addition, I will participate in the annual Chinese Asian 
Bible Lectureship in Melaka, where I will present one lesson, and I will also lead an 
English Bible class at the Melaka congregation. Altogether, this trip will include 
approximately fifteen lessons delivered in Chinese, English, and Taiwanese. May the Lord 
use these opportunities to plant and nurture His Word in many hearts. May the Lord grant 
me wisdom in preparation, clarity in speaking, and the ability to present the truth in love. 

The estimated budget for this Asia trip is approximately $5,000. If you consider this 
worthy and can assist beyond your regular support, we would sincerely appreciate your 
generosity.
